Painesville Police Chief Troy Hager serves on the Opiate Task Force' s Public Education
Committee, which is coordinating the workshop. “Frankly, the opiate problem across Ohio has
become increasingly alarming, and we' re taking it very seriously here in Lake County,” he said.
“Asfirst responders we find ourselves dealing with the aftermath of opiate abuse and addiction
all too often. It’svital that more of usin thisfield understand the nature of this issue, and become

better armed with the tools and resources we need to respond safely and effectively.”

Hager says the workshop — which has been endorsed by the Lake County Police Chiefs
Association —is open to law enforcement officers, EMTS, firefighters, police and fire chiefs,
police and fire chaplains, court bailiffs, probation officers, and hospital security officers. The
workshop will be facilitated by Dr. Ted Parran, an expert, author, and sought-after speaker on

substance abuse, addiction and treatment.
